The first Journal of the Académie Internationale de la Pipe (JAIP) is devoted to an 
archaeological study of the important clay pipe making industry of Saint-Quentin la Poterie, 
France. The main text is in French but there is an extensive English summary.  Lavishly 
illustrated, this volume provides a valuable case study for anyone researching material 
culture and it will be especially useful for those studying trade to and from the 
Mediterranean region.
